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Lexington Christian Academy - Position Statement

Lexington Christian Academy is seeking a Head of School that will embrace our rich heritage and spearhead the school’s future efforts as the preeminent Christian College prep school in New England.

The Boston area is known for over 60 universities and colleges that uphold a high standard of academic achievement.  It is a region that continues to cultivate a rich tradition of outstanding private college preparatory education, but it has a distinctively weak presence in high quality Christian education, especially at the high school level.  Lexington Christian Academy (LCA), a Christian college preparatory school located in the town of Lexington provides the quality education that is expected in this strong academic environment while effectively integrating the Christian foundation that is rare in prep schools.  Since its inception in 1946, LCA has provided a solid Christian-based education to children in middle and upper school.

Many excellent schools in the Boston area have Christian roots.  Over the years the academic excellence in these schools has thrived while the Christian beliefs and values have all but disappeared.  Prevailing wisdom sees a conflict between being excellent and being Christian.  We at Lexington Christian Academy believe that there is no such conflict.  In fact, we believe that being Christian demands being excellent.  Our intensive curriculum encourages academic achievement and personal discipline.  Our Christian foundation is the lens that brings into focus all the subjects we teach.  The skill with which LCA teachers integrate faith, learning, and living distinguishes LCA from other private and public schools.

The LCA community provides a rich educational experience.  The school offers a wide range of honors courses and nine Advanced Placement courses.  The 34 faculty, over half of whom have advanced degrees, maintain a sound mix of traditional and innovative teaching methods.  Curriculum mapping integrates the academic program among subject areas.  The 350 students come from over 80 communities and over 150 different churches.   Over 25% are ethnic minorities.

A range of creative curricula and programs enhance the academic program.  For one week in March, all students participate in Interim, where classes are replaced by a novel immersion curriculum, ranging from the study of marine biology in Florida to movie production.  Each May, the interdepartmental Arts Fest is a soul-stirring celebration of a year’s worth of study in Drama, Music, Visual Arts, and English.  At the LCA Veritas Forum, juniors and seniors are challenged by visiting Christian scholars to ask their hardest questions of the academy, society, and the human heart in order to explore the relevance of the truth of Jesus Christ to all aspects of life.  Over twenty different clubs, competitive athletics in the Eastern Independent League and various community service activities allow students to pursue their interests and build community.

During the next ten years, the school will face many challenges and opportunities, including managing growth, completing a capital campaign and building project, and managing the fiscal balance between affordable tuition, financial aid, staff compensation, and quality programming.

LCA seeks a Head of School who has a deep fundamental understanding of Christian education, and has relevant (if not necessarily traditional) professional experience that highlights this understanding.  He or she will understand and embrace LCA’s core values and vision for the future, help translate these into a concrete strategic plan, and create and lead an effective team to execute this plan.  The ideal candidate will inspire and motivate his or her professional staff, while also communicating the vision and values outside of the school.  The candidate must be comfortable with and capable of raising funds toward accomplishing the school’s vision.
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
